B. The minutes were read and accepted unanimously by voice vote.

C. There were no squadron reports to be read. However each group representative did comment on the details of their group activities.

3. Old Business

A. Middle East Region CAC: C/Col. Stew Sibert, MERCAC Vice Chair, talked of proposals sent to region to be more extensive and rewriting, then sending them back up the chain. A proposal from Region was for the cadets to have new CAPID cards every time they complete a Cadet Program. The cards would have the Phase that the cadet has passed to marked, much like SM cards. This proposal was moved to new business by C/Lt. Col. Bateman.

4. New Business-motion made by C/2nd Lt. Goins

         A. Group 4 proposal: C/2nd Lt. Goins, Group 4  representative, proposed for the executive staff of each squadron to visit another squadron within their Group and observe what the other squadron’s leadership and abilities to lead are like. These cadets would peer critique the squadrons and use that critique to make changes or comment on what their squadron is doing. Motion was tabled for further review by C/2nd Lt. Goins.

         B.  Absorption of Group 2: C/Maj. Pleasant talked of how the wing has absorbed Group 2 due to geographical reasons. The following Cadet/Composite Squadrons have been transferred to the following Groups.

         C. CAPP52-19: This pamphlet holds the standards and operation of a Cadet Advisory Council meeting. This pamphlet will be used more often in conducting a CAC meeting.

          D. Creation of Committees: C/Maj. Pleasant wants committees formed for the following events: advertising the upcoming 2004 Encampment, and a committee to inquire about Basic Cadet Training procedures within the wing. C/Capt. Peter is the chair of the advertising Encampment 2004 and C/CMSgt. Douglass is the chair of the Basic Training committee. Chairs will be sent letters of goals and purpose of their committees. The chairs are required to solicit volunteer members for their committees.

          E. Open Floor

               1. Recruiting Committee: C/Douglass mentioned forming a recruiting committee. He found that when trying to recruit at his school he would set up something along side the Air Force recruiter during the lunch period. A written proposal will be ready with more details for the next VAWG CAC meeting.

           
2. CAPID cards: As mentioned from the old business. The council went into further discussion of this matter. Motion to vote on the issue was made by
