SUBJECT: Wing Level ES Training 10-T-6028
TO: All Members of VAWG
1. The VAWG is conducting a training SAR exercise centrally based at VAWG Headquarters at Chesterfield Co. Airport (FCI) on Sat-17-Jul-10. For those at FCI the mission brief will begin at 0900L. For those remotely tasked your briefing will occur before your deployment. The exercise is planned to conclude by 1700L.

2. 101 cards shall be visible on all participants at all times. Those not conforming will be challenged to present their identification and actively display it subsequently.

3. All VAWG members who have proper uniform, current membership and printed 101 cards on their person are invited to attend and participate.
4. Those in training shall already have the Familiarization and Preparatory (F&P) portion of the skill completed and already evaluated by a VAWG recognized Evaluator in that specialty before arrival.
5. The focus of this training exercise is to demonstrate advanced tasking (AT) skills for evaluation credit by demonstration in funded mission participation.

6. VAWG recognized evaluators will be present to evaluate trainees in their training specialty.

7. Those already rated are encouraged to work primarily with those who are still in training. You are expected to adapt to crews of mixed experience levels and different resources.
8. Each participating squadron will report resource availability to Jim Byrd at james.e.byrd@nasa.gov A Resource Availability Worksheet in the desired format is URL-linked in a later section.
9. A timeline of expectations appears in the following document section.

10. All mission tasking shall occur within the framework of CAP safety culture and training. No unnecessary risks are allowed or encouraged.
11. All ISR Radio, EF Johnson hand held radios, practice beacons and LPER receivers shall receive new batteries before deployment. It is the inbound team’s responsibility to obtain and install these batteries. Buy new batteries and keep the receipt and total with fuel costs on the F108.
12. The PIC will do a weight and balance for every air sortie.
13. The PIC/GTL will conduct an applicable safety brief prior to every sortie. 
14. Replenish Repair, Repack, and Rest before the event. Remember the maximum crew duty day is 14 hours. The maximum number of scheduled hours to fly are eight, PIC or aircrew. The 14 hour duty day applies to ground teams and drivers as well.
