1) Go to the Middle Eastern Region Web Page at http://www.mer.cap.gov and follow the steps to subscribe to the MER email list. This includes requesting a username and password (remember these).

2) Go to the VA Wing Web Page at http://www.vawg.cap.gov and selecting [Members Services] to follow instructions on how to subscribe to the VA Wing email list. This includes requesting a username and password (remember these).

3) Go to the NNCS Cadet Web Page at http://www.vawg.cap.gov/newportnews/cadets and become familiar with the links on their page.

4) All cadets interested in earning an Emergency Services qualification need to study for and complete the General Emergency Services On-line Exams located at http://level2.cap.gov/index.cfm?nodeID=5491
5) All cadets who are involved in glider operations are requested to take the (Glider) Wing Runner Course located at http://soaringsafety.org/school/wingrunner/toc.htm Then take the exam on the link and present the certificate to the Deputy Commander of Cadets. If you are 14 years of age or older, you will be able to assist in glider operations as a part of the ground crew.

6) The cadet Public Affairs Officer must submit the NNCS Cadet Activities Report by the 20th day of each month. These news item are included in the NNCS portion of the monthly VA Wing Bulletin found at: http://www.vawg.cap.gov/newsletter
7) One Mission Radio Operator (MRO) qualified cadet is needed to represent the NNCS on Tuesday nights of the daily high frequency (HF) Middle Eastern Region net. This net begins at 1830 (6:30 pm local time) and is generally finished by 6:40 pm. Lt Gause will assist you in how to interact with the net control station.

8)  Cadets need to obtain proper uniforms, both BDU and dress blues as rapidly as possible after joining CAP. The DCC will normally create an order for the proper items and make these available to the cadet within a few weeks of joining. The exception is the dress blues shoes. The cadet and family should go to the nearest Military Clothing Sales store at either LAFB or Ft. Eustis to find these items.

9)  As a reminder, all cadets are required by regulation CAPR-52E to complete Cadet Program Protection Training (CPPT) within 6 months after their 18th birthday.

Aerospace Education:
Aerospace education is taught between 2000 - 2045 hours each first Tuesday of the month. If you have an urgent need to discuss chapter material then contact the DCC.
Physical Training:
Cadets should make some part of the PT program a part of their daily routine. Remember the no combat boot policy during PT running exercises. Cadets must wear tennis or running shoes, or equivalent.
Aerospace and Leadership Testing:

Aerospace and Leadership testing occurs on the 2nd and 4th Tuesdays of each month. Cadets must prepare themselves in advance in order to successfully complete these exams.
