There will be one Wing Wide Commanders call every quarter at which all wing staff, group
commanders and unit commanders will be expected to attend. One of these meetings will be the Wing
Conference. The Wing calendar has been amended to reflect these changes. Currently, Commanders
Calls are scheduled for: September 11 and Nov 6 2004.

3. SAFETY - PAVE the Way to Practical Risk Management If you have been around the Civil Air
Patrol for very long, you have probably heard the terms “risk management,” “operational risk
management,” or “ORM” for short. With several tragic accidents in recent CAP history, you are likely to
hear them even more often. More importantly, though, you will increasingly be asked not just to know
about risk management, but to practice it actively in every CAP event. In sort — risk management needs
to be a way of doing business. That’'s why the VAWG Safety Directorate has been working to create risk
management information and tools for the VAWG website, as well as for all VAWG CAP aircraft.

Since establishing the “beta version” of these tools during the spring, the Safety Director and
Deputy Director have been looking at other ways to promote practical risk management in CAP. Below is
a brief description of three risk management tools that the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) is
promoting for general aviation use — which means that you may also see them in VAWG aircraft in the
not-too-distant future!

Use the Three Ps -You have probably seen a description of the six-step risk management process
(available also on the safety section of the VAWG website). For time-critical (on-the-fly) risk management
— the sort most CAP participants and pilots need to practice most often — the 3P method is probably
easier to remember and use. In this model, you need to:



o PERCEIVE hazards and identify risks

o PROCESS these perceptions to assess the likelihood/severity of the risk and make risk control
decisions; and

e PERFORM by implementing risk controls and monitoring their effectiveness.

Using the 3P method of practical risk management can be as simple as asking yourself a few
basic questions. As you perceive, what can hurt you or others? To process, ask yourself how bad it is
and what you can do about it? In order to perform, ask yourself how you are going to make the control
measure work, how you will know whether it is working, what you might have missed during the first 3P
cycle? With a little bit of practice, 3P risk management should become second nature.

PAVE the Way An easy-to-remember version of the “beta” ORM checklist already in VAWG aircraft is
the “PAVE” checklist, which encourages a quick but thorough review of four major aspects of preflight risk
management. These include:

Pilot: experience, recency, physical condition

Aircraft: fuel reserves, experience in type, aircraft performance, aircraft equipment
enVironment: airport/runway conditions, weather (VFR & IFR)

External factors: trip planning, diversion/cancellation plans, alternative plans, and personal
equipment

Clearly, all four aspects of the PAVE checklist are important. Accident statistics suggest, though,
that the “external factors” area — sometimes characterized broadly as “get-home-it is” — are often a big
element in poor aeronautical decision-making processes. Since mission-related external pressures and
factors can be especially significant in CAP flying, CAP pilots should pay particular attention to this part of
the PAVE checklist, and be sure to identify and control for those pressures before launching.

Fly with CARE The first two risk management tools — 3P and PAVE - are primarily intended for use in
the preflight or mission-planning process. Risk management should not stop after you have made the
decision to launch, however — after all, flying is highly dynamic, and changes in weather, performance,
terrain, or pilot condition (i.e., growing fatigue) require constant reevaluation of, and mitigation for, risk
factors. Here’s where the CARE checklist can be useful:

e Consequences: regularly review each of the PAVE elements (pilot, aircraft, environment, and
external factors) and note how each changes during the flight

o Alternatives: always have an “out” ready, and spend some of your inflight time developing new
options if the flight cannot be completed as planned.

e Reality: recognize and deal with weather and other inflight events as they are, not as you
planned or hoped they would be. If you accept changes quickly, assess the consequences
accurately, and take calm but deliberate action, your changes of becoming a statistic grow
smaller.

e External factors: this item — familiar from the PAVE checklist — is so important and so critical
that it should also be a significant part of the ongoing, inflight CARE risk management checklist.
Remember that external pressures rarely become less pressing with time; more often, they seem
to become more urgent.

Try these tools next time you fly or participate in some other CAP activity. Start your risk
management process with the 3P model, the PAVE the way to safety and operate with CARE enroute!

There are several items of change in the Wing’s ES procedures. First, the Wing Licensing Officer will no
longer issue 101 cards with the “E” designation for specialty areas of evaluation. We are working to
transition to MIMS, and this aspect of our database causes problems. Instead, please refer to the
Paperless Wing for a current list of evaluators. Also, we no longer require proof of continuing education,
GES tests or ROA cards when submitting CAP Form 100 for specialty ratings. It is incumbent upon the
evaluator and unit commander to review the individuals records and confirm that the proper testing has
been completed. These changes have been posted to an updated ES Procedures Guide and posted on
the Paperless Wing.

All units that have a ground team capability are reminded of the Ground Team Competition to be held on
18 September. The specific location and format will be announced later. If your unit desires to participate,
contact Capt Mike Connor at mcmsj@earthlink.net. The winning unit will be recognized at the Wing
Conference in November.
